Free Developmental
Screenings a Success

A partnership between several local
agencies enabled toddlers in Merce and
5t. Croix Counties to receive free de-
velopmental screenings this fall, United
Way Success By 6, Family Resource
Center 5L Croix Valley and the Birth o
3 programs in Pierce and 5t Croix
Counties came together to offer free 30-
minute screenings for children between
the ages of 12 and 33 months, Screen-
ing sites included Trinity Family Cen-
ter 1o Hudson; Little Adventures
Childeare, River Falls; and Wisconsin
Indianhead Technical College in New

Fichmond.

Each screening focused on a specific
set of developmental tasks a child of a
certain age is hikely to achieve, and par-
ents were asked questions by an early
childhood professional about their
child’s abilitics. Also during the ses-
aiod, the child was observed while play-
ing with carefully selected toys, Every
child was screened in all arcas of de-
velopment including motor skills learmn-
ing, communication, social-emotional
and adaptive skills, The screening re-

sults assisted carly childhood profes-
aionals in identifving developmental
differences and in educating parents on

how to best help their child in ar-
cas of difficulty that their child may

have.

The screenings had a successful
turpout in all three locations. In
Hudson, 17 children were
screened; 12 were screened in
River Falls: and 30 children were

screcned in New Richmond.

Of the 59 children who recerved
screenings, several were referred
for further cvaluation or for addi-

tional follow-up.

“United Way 5t. Croix Valley was very
pleased with the outcome of this new
screening opportunity for children ages
12 to 33 months,"” said United Way S
Croix Valley Executive Director John
Coughlin.  “It's gratifyving to see the
positive impact that the Success by 6
